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o F T ¥ FARMERS PROBLEMS AND SOLUTIONS

Farmers are facing grim
situation across the country from
the very beginning and are
compelled to live a miserable life
due to constant apathy towards
farming community and non-
existence of a reasonable profit
oriented government agriculture
policy. It is a matter of record
\ and facts that more than 670
S wew Rig @fas  farmers sacrificed their lives

during massive farmers' agitation
in the year 2020-21 concentrated in and around
areas of National capital. In addition, 32 youths were
killed by security forces at point blank range by
constantly spraying bullets without any valid orders
and there has been no legal enquiry under
provision of Criminal Procedure Code, 1973 and
payment of adequate compensation/employment to
the diseased youths/dependents of the diseased
farmers. Rather, more than 100 youths are facing
criminal trial on framed up charges/baseless
allegations for the last five years and they have no
adequate means even to pay their bus fare etc. for
attending courts.

Similarly, police resorted to indiscriminate
firing at Sambhu Border (Punjab) and sprayed
rubber bullets through drone on farmers on 21
February, 2024 while they were trying to go to Delhi
for submission of memorandum of demands to
Government of India, New Delhi. A young farmer
Subhkaran Singh just 22 years old was killed in firing
and several others sustained serious injuries
including loss of eye sight due to rubber bullets.
Surprisingly, the State government recommended
two names of state police officers for award of
gallantry medals for such a reckless handling of the
grave situation instead of ordering for a judicial
enquiry/fair probe against excessive use of police
force. Recently the long lasted farmers' agitation in
support of their genuine demands for more than 13

months at Sambhu and Khanouri borders in Punjab
was removed by forcible use of police force without
giving any prior information/warning. S. Jagjit Singh
Dalewal, an eminent farmer veteran leader who was
on hunger strike for more than three months on
dharna site was forcibly arrested by the police along
with other agitating farmers' leaders on 19" March,
2025. Essential household items of worth of lakhs in
temporary structure i.e. refrigerators, electric fans,
mats/beds, kitchen items etc. and tractors, trolleys
of farmers were destroyed/damaged at the protest
site in the forcible police action. Hence, it is
suggested that Central and State Governments
should take concrete steps to assuage the heart
feelings of farmers before taking further steps on
Agrarian Reforms. However, the main problems of
farmers are as under:-

I Grim shortage of irrigation water.

il. Poor functioning of drinking water supply
schemes.

ili. Farmers' welfare in health, educational,
social and cultural sectors need to be taken
care of by framing permanent feasible

schemes.

more dependant and at a mercy of touts.

1. Grim Shortage of Irrigation Water:

Haryana, Punjab, Rajasthan and other
States are facing acute shortage of irrigation water
and farmers are facing insurmountable difficulties
forirrigating the crops during the dry periods. Water
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level has decreased considerably and in some
areas drinking water is saline which is neither fit
for crops nor for human consumption.

A. The States and Central government need
to build storage dams across big rivers.

B. Because of rapid expansion of cities and
towns, a lion’s share of irrigation water is
consumed by urban water supply schemes.
It also results into filthy sewerage flow
which is neither treated nor recycled for
irrigation.

C. One significant issue is climate change
which has led to unpredictable weather
patterns, affecting crop yields. Unseasonal
rains, droughts and extreme temperature
also damage crops leading to financial
losses.

D. Another problem is the lack of access to
modern technology and quality inputs like
seeds and fertilizers which hampers
productivity. Many farmers also struggle
with inadequate irrigation facilities relying
heavily on Monsoon rains which are
becoming increasingly erratic.

2. Failing Cattle Wealth:

Almost 60 percent families have stopped
rearing milking cattle. They purchase the packed
milk from dairies. Farmers have resorted to this
practice because the milking animals have
started having late pregnancy problems and
poor lactation period. The quality of pond water
is also very poor. Basic cause is that the grazing
fields are no longer available and the animals
remain tethered the whole day leading to
development of poor body metabolism. There
are many more problems faced by farming
community like water logging, solid waste
accumulation etc.

3. Non-Implementation of M. S. P.

Minimum Support Price (M.S.P.) is not
implemented so far in-spite of everlasting
demand and long struggle of farmers. The
provision of MSP on all farm products including
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complete agriculture crop cost plus 50% profit
thereon was recommended in Dr. Swami Nathan
report in the year 2006, but it still remains
pending. Moreover, there was no tax on
agriculture inputs/implements since 1973, but
now all agriculture inputs are included in the tax
range. The tax on such items is increased 3-4
times viz-a-viz prices of agriculture process.
Further, there is no prescribed system of fixing/
increasing prices of farm produce to improve the
farming sector. A2 (Agriculture Input) +FL
(farmer’s labour) +C2 (consumable items) +50%
profit have never been included in MSP. Due to
lack of MSP and ever-increasing production
cost, farmers are compelled to commit suicide
and the entire farming community across the
Nation is struggling with a suicide epidemic.
According to NCRB report more than 4 lakh
farmers and farm workers have committed
suicides since 1995.

In Punjab a total of 16606 farmers and
farm workers committed suicides during 15
years between 2000 and 2005. As per
NABARD-2023 survey, institutional debt of
farmers in Punjab was 73673 crores, while in
Haryana it was even higher at Rs. 76630 crores.
Moreover, as per study carried out by Punjabi
University Patiala, Punjab women agriculturists/
labours are also facing acute agrarian distress
as 60% of rural women are under debt and 53%
of them face violence. Average amount of loans
runs from Rs. 3.80 lakh to 4.91 lakh per family
on rural households.

It is unfortunate that industrial loans worth
Rs. 10000 crores have been waived off and
remaining are under process, whereas there is
no provision for waving off loans/debts of
farmers. In corona epidemic, income of corporate
sectors and big industrialists increased 500
times and farm labours almost faced a starving
situation due to mismanagement from
government agencies and even farmers’ crops
could not be procured due to lack of manual
labours. Hence, legal guarantee for MSP should
be ensured and agriculture implements should
be free from GST.
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4, Decreasing Land Holdings:

Average land holding has been reduced
to 1.5 hectare which is not at all profiteering for
farmers. In this regard solution lies in cooperative
farming. The system of cooperative faming has
neither been introduced nor it has been
accepted by farmers due to constant negligence
of agriculture sector by the Government. Apart
from this, there is a major drawback in “Pradhan
Mantri Fasal Beema Yojna” which is not quite fit
for farmers’ interest. In this scheme, contributions
are individual whereas arealvillage is taken as
unit for compensation. At the same time, benefits
for no claim bonus should be given in this
scheme like that of other insurance policies i.e.
vehicle and life insurance. Further, crop
diversification as well as organic farming can
also help in enhancing farmers’ income as there
is no speedy increase in prices of conventional
crops like wheat, paddy, sugarcane etc.,
whereas vegetables, fruits, pulses, seeds,
spices, etc. have seen at price rise many a
times. Green houses for small farmers and
unemployed youths can prove more productive
and profiteering. These days unemployment
amongst rural youths and dependents of farmers
is emerging more and more problematic. The
principle of value addition on farmers’ produce
should also be adopted so as to enhance
income and help to small/BPL farmers.

5. Mismanagement of Crop Residue:

In the current kharif season and upcoming
season of rabi crops, farmers are facing acute
problem due to mismanagement of crop residue
on part of Government machinery. Due to burning
of paddy residue (Parali) farmers are fined with
heavy penalty and criminal cases are registered
against farmers and red entry is made in revenue
record of farmers on charges of spreading of
pollution. Complete management regarding
disposal off crop residue from farmers’ fields
should be done by the state government itself with
full payment of cost/compensation of the crop.

In addition, the major issues such as
measures to revitalize the agriculture, examining
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the systematic and fundamental reasons for
increasing indebtedness which is aggravating the
agrarian crisis, farmers’ distress and the causes
behind growing unrest amongst the farmers
should also be considered/examined thoroughly.

i. Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samridhi Yojna: In
this scheme limit of 5 acres of land should
toincreased to 10 acres and amount should
also be increased from Rs. 2000 to 12000/
- Per Annam, to be paid on monthly basis.

ii.  Special agriculture zones like that of SEZ
should be established followed by
agriculture survey, agriculture research and
advance techniques/education to the
farmers.

iii. Green Housing (NET Scheme): There is
long waiting for NET Scheme and therefore
waiting period should be curtailed.

iv.. Centre and state governments should
provide access to modern technology and
must ensure fair market price as per the
criteria laid down by Dr. Swami Nathan.
Similarly, proper crop insurance with a
provision for no claim bonus inclusive of
subsidy etc. can go a long way in improving
farmers’ condition across the country.

At the same time, there is overall need
for improving quality culture of all entire
agriculture produces so as to meet the
requirements of World Trade Organization. It can
only be through agriculture surveys and
researches in different regions of the Nation.

The Unsung Hero who avenged the death of Bhagat

Sardar Bhagat Singh, Rajguru and Sukhdev
Thappar were hanged on 23rd March 1931 and then
cremated the bodies on the banks of river Satluj.
They had shot dead John Saunders, A.S.P Lahore
on 17th December 1928 to avenge the death of Lala
Lajpat Rai and escaped. Police could not trace who
murdered John Saunders. After three months,
Bhagat Singh and Batukeshwar Dutt exploded a
bomb on 8th April 1929 in the Central Assembly to
create awakening in the country and offered for
arrest. Only then police could ascertain that Bhagat
Singh, Rajguru and Sukhdev Thappar were the real
culprits of assassination of Saunders. Accordingly,
they were put on trial. Phaninder Nath Ghosh of
Betwa in Bihar was colleague of Bhagat Singh and
Chandershekhar Azad and member of big
Revolutionary group Hindustan Socialist Republican
Association(HSRA). Ghosh too was arrested but

became an Approver. His evidence helped in the
execution of Bhagat Singh, Rajguru and Sukhdev
Thapar. Shivram Rajguru belonged to village Khed
on the Poona-Nasik road. Sukhdev Thappar
belonged to village Naughera in district Ludhiana.

Phaninder Nath Ghosh was from Betva in
Bihar. Revolutionaries from Bihar held a secret
meeting at Hazipur station and decided that Kalank
on the forehead of Bihar due to treachery of Ghosh
must be washed and Ghosh should be executed
to avenge the death of three warriors. Another
catalytic factor was that Basanti Devi, freedom
fighter and widow of great freedom fighter
Deshbandhu C.R.Das issued a statement taunting
revolutionaries to avenge the deaths of Bhagat
Singh, Rajguru, Sukhdev and Jatinder Nath who
died as a result of hunger strike for 64 days in
Lahore jail. When the group decided to avenge the
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death of the trio and Jitendra Nath, question arose
who should bell the cat. Strangely everybody raised
his hand. Finally Baikunth Shukla was assigned
the task after a draw of lots.

Who was Baikunth Shukla.

Baikunth Shukla was born in village Jalalpur
of present Vaishali district of North Bihar on 15th
May 1907. After doing matriculation, he worked as
teacher in a lower primary school in the adjoining
village of Mathurapur. He came under the influence
of two Gandhians namely Kishori Parsanna Singh
and his wife Sunita Devi. Consequently, he took
an active part in the Salt Satyagraha of 1930 and
was jailed for one year and released with other
Satyagrahis in March 1931 as a result of Gandhi-
Irvin Pact. His uncle Yogendra Shukla was already
a founding member of the HSRA. After his release,
he and his wife Radhika hoisted the national flag in
the Tilak Maidan of Mujaffurpur and both were
arrested for short duration.

During the jail, he came under the influence
of Brijphushan Das Gupta who goaded him to join
HSRA. Prasanna Singh and his wife too had
become revolutionaries and joined the HSRA
group. Shukla was also introduced to Bhagat Singh
and Chandrashekhar Azad.

As already described, Baikunth Shukla
was tasked to assassinate the traitor Phaninder
Nath Ghosh. He and his colleague Chandrama
Singh searched and found Phaninder Ghosh and
his friend Ganesh Prasad Gupta sitting at a shop
in Betwa on 9th November1932. Shukla shot at
Ghosh and both he and Chandrama Singh tried
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to escape. Ganesh Prasad tried to catch hold of
Shukla. But he too was shot. Both died on 17th
and 20th November respectively. Chandrama
Singh was trapped and arrested at Kanpur on 5th
July1933 while Shukla was arrested on 6 the July
at Hajipur. Both were tried at the Session Court
Gaya. Shukla took the entire onus of shooting
entirely on his shoulders so that his colleague
could be acquitted unscathed. The Session
JudgeGaya acquitted Chandrama Singh for want
of proof but sentenced Shukla to death on 23rd
February 1934. An appeal filed in the High Court
too was rejected on 18th April 1934. Finally, he
was to be hanged on 14th May 1934. On 13th
night, all the prisoners went without food and sang
patriotic songs. In the morning, Shukla reached
the gallows singing a couplet in local language
which is translated below.

Laughing | will go to the gallows,
O Mother, people of India will see,
Bid me farewell O Mother,
| shall come again.

A person reaches the zenith of his
greatness when he goes to the gallows for a
national cause with a smiling face. This Stage is
called state of attaining Moksha as defined in
Bhagwat Geeta by Lord Krishna.

It is very sad state of affair that whole of
India does not know anything about Martyr
Basikunth Shukla. His name should always be
remembered with equal reverence when we
commemorate the sacrifices of Bhagat Singh and
his Associates.
